psychology or psychology from an accredited provider of higher education.
• A minimum average of 65% for the major(s), or for a selected number of NQF 7

modules in the qualification.

The PGDIPAP qualification may lead to professional Psychometrist registration with the HPCSA 
after passing the National Board Examination of the Professional Board for Psychology.

• May only register for the practicum in semester two if they
have successfully passed the five compulsory coursework
modules in semester one.
