® There are no counters or self-help stations at any of the regional offices for master’s and
doctoral students. This means that you must apply and register online using your own
computer or a computer at an internet café.

® Students who obtained their qualifications outside of the border of South Africa must
have their qualifications evaluated at the South African Qualification Authority
(Wwww.SAQA.org.za)

Please note: All master’'s and doctoral qualification applications/registrations must be
completed online. No fax, postal or self-help applications will be accepted.

Re-registering students: If you are re-registering for the same qualification, you may
proceed directly to registration.

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Unisa’s application process

Applying for admission to a master’s or doctoral degree comprises three steps:

1. Apply for a student number (if you do not have one yet) and pay the once off
application fee (if applicable)

2. Apply for admission

3. Upload the compulsory supporting documents

Unisa will accept applications based on the following criteria:

1. The suitability and viability of the intended research
2. Adequate supervisory capacity and research expertise in the discipline or department
3. Approved selection procedure in line with Unisa’s Policy on Equality and Diversity

NB: Spaces for master’s and doctoral degrees are limited. If your application is declined
based on the lack of supervisory capacity you are encouraged to try improving your
research outline and apply in the next academic year or to consider a topic change.

Visit the Unisa website for the qualification information,
admission requirements, selection criteria and focus areas
available for each qualification. Select the qualification you
would like to apply for.

Who must apply for a Unisa student number?

® You must apply for a Unisa student number if you have never before studied towards
a formal qualification at Unisa. Student numbers issued for Unisa's short learning
programmes are not valid for formal qualifications. Your formal Unisa student number
will be your permanent Unisa student number.

® |f you are applying for admission to a Graduate School of Business Leadership (GSBL)
qualification, please apply for a Unisa student number, unless you previously studied at
Unisa towards a formal qualification.

® [f you are applying for admission to a selection degree that is administered by the
academic department, you must apply for a Unisa student number if you have never
before studied towards a formal qualification at Unisa. If you do not have a formal
Unisa student number and are selected for admission to one of the selection degrees,
you will not be able to register for the 2025 academic year.

® An application for a Unisa student number is NOT an application for admission to a
qualification.

How to apply for a Unisa student number?

® (Official academic records indicating the completion of your qualification for ALL previous
academic qualifications (not required for Unisa qualifications).

® |dentity/valid passport document or birth certificate.

® Research outline. This does not apply to the MBL/MBA, professional MCom in Industrial
Psychology (coursework) and coursework LLM students.

® SAQA certificate of evaluation if your qualification(s) has/have been obtained outside
the borders of South Africa or proof that you applied at SAQA. Please refer to the
international page for more information on SAQA and the support that Unisa offer to
International students.

® The departmental questionnaire (applications in the College of Agriculture and
Environmental Sciences and for the professional MCom in Industrial Psychology
(coursework qualification)).

® Students applying in the College of Science, Engineering and Technology must contact
the department prior to applying in order to find a suitable supervisor who will provide a
letter of confirmation.

® A CV (where required as indicated in the focus area document or admission requirements).

® Proof of registration as a Social Worker/registered Psychologist (if you apply for a
qualification in the department of Social Work/PhD in Consulting Psychology).
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All documents indicated in red when you are requested to upload your documents are
compulsory for that specific qualification.

Academic departments have different dates on which selection for master's and doctoral
qualifications will take place. Students will be informed towards the middle of February /
beginning of March 2025 of the outcome of their application.

No late applications will be considered. If you submit an incomplete application

(i.e. without the necessary supporting documents), you will be given 10 working days to
upload the outstanding documentation. Please note that no documentation will be
accepted after the closing date for applications. Exceptions will be made for the
uploading of SAQA certificates of evaluation.

No documents submitted via e-mail will be accepted.

You will receive confirmation of successful application from MandD@unisa.ac.za
via your MyLife email address or if you are a new student your personal email address.

Should you wish to apply for any of the following degrees, please note the

following (exceptions):

® Apply for a student number during the prescribed application period (if you don't already
have a student number for a formal qualification).
