Taking place at Freedom Park, the 7" African Unity for Renaissance International Conference
promise will bring together close to 100 established African researchers and scholars to deliberate
on emerging theories and practice in the fields of sustainable development, science and technology,
green economy & renewable energy, economics, environment and systems science.

The scholars from different parts of Africa and the diaspora will deliberate on Africa’s approach to
achieving the Sustainable Development Goals under the theme: Placing Africa firmly in the realm of
Sustainable Development Goals.
