The University of Pretoria appointed 'Funmi as an Extra-Ordinary Professor in the
Department of Political Sciences in 2016. In 2018, the Director-General of United
Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) invited her to

The overarching aim of this year’s lecture is to discuss and draw some strategic and
tactical conclusions from a great variety of developments which currently define the
status of the African continent.
